A £1 MILLION chil-dren’s theme park isbeing built at WeymouthSea Life centre.The park’s newAdventure Island zone willfeature four fun ridesaimed at young explorers.The one-acre develop-ment, which has been in thepipeline for two years, is tobe completed by May.Adventure Island will bemade up of a drop ride, atugboat ride, a pirate boatand a seal-themed round-about. Also being construct-ed are a fossil shop and a toyfactory.
Ageing play equipment inthe park will be demolishedto make way for the devel-opment.

A seaside belltower willform the centrepiece ofAdventure Island and repre-sent the park’s links withWeymouth.
General manager GarethLay said: “The overall con-cept is of children being

washed up on an adventureisland.
“The whole area has beencreated with them in mindand features lots of extraslike flotsam and jetsam.”Torquay architect compa-ny Kay Elliott is behind theAdventure Island design.The latest building workbrings total investment inthe park since 2000 up tomore than £2 million.Mr Lay added: “The newdevelopment is the latest inan ongoing programme ofannual investment whichhas seen a number of majoradditions to the park inrecent years.”Some of AdventureIsland’s features will beready in time for theschools’ Easter holidaybreak.

The park will remain open while building workcontinues.
